From Thomson River Bridge we proceed north on thikwwg track on the western side of
the Thomson River to the Poverty Point Bridge jognthe Alpine Walking Track and cross
to the eastern side of the Thomson. Then proceett sturning just before Thomson and
follow the track on the side of the Stringers Cr¥alley. This takes us into Walhalla. All
of the tracks and the Poverty Point Bridge are dasethe remnants of the railways used tc
carry timber for fuel and structural support in gedd mines.

The Walhalla Goldfields Railway train can be talkemm Walhalla to Thomson Station (be
sure to check travel times — approx. 20 minutesrain), then walk south-west along the
former railway line, the Walhalla-Erica Rail Tratlh the Platina Station adjacent to the
junction of the road to Coopers Creek.

We travel approximately 22 km north of Walhalla \B&nns Rd, McEvoys Track and
Donnellys Creek Track to Edwards Reef. These r@mdggravel but quite suitable for 2
wheel drive vehicles.

Lucky Mine walk via Cooper Creek to cross the ThomRiver ford (about knee deep) and
turn left to walk back to the cars at the stargpognt.

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25 Platina, Walhalla, Happy Go Lucky — 12 km. Medium (some off
track/scrub bashing)
An interesting walk with excellent views of the Walla township and
surrounding areas.

Starting from Platina north, head east on the mjlvine to access the
horseshoe tunnel inlet before climbing up to thievey line and walk north to
reach Thomson Railway Station. Cross the roadgbriand walk north up
Mormon Town Track and turn right when the Alpine Mi#ag Track is
reached. From Walhalla township walk south on Byos Bridge Road over
Cemetery Hill and via Happy Hill Pearson to readpply Go Lucky Picnic
Area. Then walk via 3 other mine sites on the amsiside of the gully.
Climb to the top of Stockriders Spur and continuestwalong the spur for
500m until the spur drops down, then south-westréss the Thomson River
in the bypassed horseshoe section (about knee dedgirn left to walk back
to Platina start point.

The river crossing is between waist and knee deép quite solid footing.
The crossing has been put at the end of the wadkaal walking any distance
in wet boots and socks. As the tracks along the eealld be quite muddy it
is suggested that walkers bring gaiters and haaenctocks, towel, etc. in the
car. Remember to bring coats, water and lunch.

Drive from Rawson approximately 6 km towards Wdkhadefore turning
right at the Platina/Cooper Creek Rd and leave maass Platina junction with
the tramway walking track.

All of these walks are at an elevation above 1100etres. In these areas, snow
can occurat any time of year and snow on the Baw BaPlateau is relatively
common in Spring and Autumn.

26 Mt St Gwinear, Mt St Phillack, Mustering Flat — 15 km. Easy
Wonderful alpine scenery, especially Mustering .Flat

The walk starts from the carpark and climbs grdgiualreach Mt St Gwinear
summit at 1514m altitude. From here we walk otaSt Phillack, we then
turn around and descend back to the carpark.

Although most of the walk is among snow gums arteotucalyptus, the

summit is fairly exposed to the elements and thatkex can change very
quickly so it is vital that all walkers are equippeith coats, hats, sunscreen
as well as water and lunch.

We continue walking towards Mt Baw Bawdyefturning left at a
rock shelter and joint the Alpine Walking Track.rofh here we continue
along the Alpine Walking Track on the plateau ta¥gaMt Erica. On
reaching Mt Erica summit we begin descending viasMaoom Rocks to
finish at Mt Erica car park.

We travel approximately 15 km up the Thomson Vateyeave some cars at
Mt Erica car park and others at Mt St Gwinear carkpwhere the walk
begins. This involves approximately 30 km car é&lafrom Rawson,
including a car shuffle.

As this walk is in alpine terrain the weather amaditions can change very
quickly, therefore it is vital that all walkers aeguipped with coats, hats,
sunscreen as well as water and lunch.
