• 20 kilometres of XC ski (cross country)  
   and snowshoe trails.
• No trail fees for XC skiers, snowshoers  
   or snow campers.
• 2 toboggan runs right next to the  
   carpark.
• Walking track to viewing platform  
   (snowshoes not required).
• Heated day shelter, toilets and picnic  
   tables at the carpark.
• Parks Victoria offices at the carpark with  
   toboggan hire.
• St Gwinear Ski Patrol operates on  
   weekends.
• Intentions Forms for skiers undertaking  
   extended touring.

How much does it cost to get in?
2007 = $9.90 (nine seats or less)*
2008 = $10.10 (nine seats or less)*

• St Gwinear Ski Hire in Erica hires XC  
   skis, boots, poles, toboggans, snowshoes,  
   jackets and wheel chains. Open 7 days.  
   May vary if limited snow cover.

• Rawson Mini Mart hires toboggans and  
   wheel chains. (03) 5165 3311

Do I need to carry and fit wheel 
chains for Mt St Gwinear?
Yes, while it is rare that chains need to be 
fitted, it is a legal requirement for your 
visit to Mt St Gwinear. Many vehicle  
insurance policies are void if you fail to 
carry wheel chains. If you have a large 
4WD or car with low profiles tyres you 
should check in advance that wheel chains 
that suit your vehicle are available for hire.
